CRIEFF & STRATHEARN DROVERS' TRYST

Thank you for booking to take part in a Drovers’ Tryst walk. Information about the walk is as follows:

WALK: *Stones, Swords & Crosses — a historical walk with the Romans and Pictsin Strathearn’, led by
volunteers from Crieff & Strathearn Museum

DATE: Sunday, 17th May, 2026
TRANSPORT: Own transport required

WALK START TIME: 1:15pm For ‘own transport required’ walks, thisisthe time you must meet the
walk leader and others at the walk start place.

WALK LEADER: Dave Ferguson
WALK GRADE: Easy
WALK DISTANCE: 2 km

WALK START PLACE — Strathearn Community Campus NN 867 209 Y ou must be prepared to make
your own way to the walk start place, usually requiring acar. Please ensure that you are there afew minutes
before the published start time of the walk (1:15 pm). At the start point, you will meet your Walk Leader —
and your fellow walkers. On completion of the walk, we anticipate getting back to the cars at approx — 4:00
pm.

Meeting at Strathearn Community Campus, we'll explore the adjacent Archaeology Trail (fairly level and
paved), before driving out by minibus to Fowlis Wester to ook at some amazing scul pted stone crosses
(mostly level, but there are 5 steps up to the church, with a hand-rail), then driving to nearby Trinity Gask for
awalk along a section of the Gask Ridge (reasonably level, metalled track) to look at Kirkhill Roman Signal
Tower (slight slope from the metalled Roman Road into the Tower area), and finally returning to the
Campus.

WALK FINISH TIMES

Please note that finish times are all approximate. The duration of any walk can vary significantly, depending
on the group, the weather and a number of other factors, so return times are not guaranteed, and we
advisethat you plan accordingly.

SAFETY NOTES:
3x short walks— 1. Archaeology Trail at Campus c30 minutes; 2. Walk at Fowlis Wester c30 minutes; walk
along Gask Ridge and visit Roman Signal Tower c1 hour

GEAR NOTES:

Stout walking shoes/boots, full waterproofs and packed lunch.

Please bring any personal medication and an “In Case of Emergency” number. Y ou may also wish to bring
binoculars and a camera.

CANCELLATION OR DELAY:

Cancellations can be made free of charge up to 14 days after booking. For cancellations outwith that period a
charge of £2 per walk place will be made until two weeks before the walk date. AFTER THAT DATE
THERE WILL BE NO REFUNDS because we cannot be sure of re-selling cancelled places at such short



notice. We would be grateful if you could let us know if you are unable to take part in awalk for which you
have booked — that lets us know who to expect or not on the day. Please do so in the following way:

OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

The organisers of the Crieff and Strathearn Drovers Tryst recognise that hill walking is an activity
with the danger of personal injury. Participantsin Drovers’ Tryst walks should be aware of, and accept
thisrisk, and take responsibility for their own actions. It is recommended that individuals provide their
own accident insurance cover.

The walks are led by experienced leaders on a voluntary basis. Walks may be cancelled due to weather
conditions or circumstances beyond the organisers control, and alternative walks will be offered
wherever possible.

Children are welcome on Easy and Medium walks but must be accompanied by aresponsible adult and
be capable of completing the walk. Minimum age for Medium walks is twelve and minimum age for
Hard and Extra Hard walks is sixteen.

The Tryst reserves the right not to accept participants on awalk if they are not appropriately
dressed/kitted out for the level of walk they have signed up for.

Extra hard walks are not suitable for inexperienced hillwalkers and hard walks do require a reasonable
level of walking fitness.

Dogs are not allowed on Tryst walks, except for guide-dogs.

The walk fees now include all costs associated with travelling to the start point and for returning back
to Crieff, whether by minibus or private car.
